DURING SUPERSTORM SANDY (email to: brad.zavodsky@nasa.gov/256-961-7914): A
manuscript entitled “Satellite Tools to Monitor and Predict Hurricane Sandy (2012): Current and
Emerging Products” has been accepted for publication in Atmospheric Research with Bradley
Zavodsky (ZP11) as one of the co-authors. The paper was led by Michael Folmer, the satellite
liaison at the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA)/National Centers for
Environmental Prediction (NCEP)/Weather Prediction Center (WPC) and focuses on the
operational application of a number of experimental datasets that were developed by the research
to operations community in the early 2010s and how they were used in the forecasting of
Superstorm Sandy in 2012. Mr. Zavodsky’s contribution focused on the use of multispectral
imagery products from the spaceborne Moderate resolution Imaging Spectroradiometer
(MODIS) instrument and total ozone measurements from the collocated Atmospheric Infrared
Sounder (AIRS) instrument to determine locations of dry stratospheric air that can lead to the
strengthening of mid-Ilatitude cyclones.
