Action Items from Group C of the Southern Thunder Workshop

Subject of discussion: Management of WES cases, training, and assessment
Group Members: Tom Bradshaw, Jason Burks, Greg Patrick, Bernard Meisner, Mike Coyne, Cindy Mueller.
1) AWIPS Archiver change (Meisner)

a. The current archiver in AWIPS allows local data but because the Lightning data is on a high temporal frequency it does not get archived properly. Currently if an office makes changes to the archiver to accommodate for this it gets wiped out with each build. So we need to be able to change the temporal frequency with which the local data sets archiver gets run.

b. This change would greatly facilitate the development of WES cases using this new lightning data.

c. This training material would be used to train additional staff and staff and offices to get total lightning.

2) Develop a single case study to introduce people to using total lightning data. (Darden and Patrick)

a. This WES case with supporting materials would be an introduction to using total lightning data in operations.

b. This could be based off existing visitview, but would contain a WES case.

3) Develop layout and support material for a blind study. (Burks)

a. This is meant to assess quantitatively the impact of total lightning.

4) Identify and catalog cases of value for LMA.

a. Focus on identifying and packaging WES cases which support Total lighting use in various case types: low to moderate severe, cell classification (shower or thunderstorm) for aviation at both FWD and  HUN.
5) Discuss thank you email after filling out survey, to try to encourage more submissions of surveys.

6) Attempt to assess impact of total lightning on other forecast areas such as aviation. (Patrick)

a. Expand current surveys to include other areas like impact to aviation.

7) Use WES cases to obtain additional LMA surveys.

8) Raise profile of total lightning with OHX and BMX (Coyne)

9) Appeal to research community to work some forecast shifts to try to assess further uses for the total lightning.

10) Review case studies and event review with researchers for comments.
